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Cage Traps can be useful for the removal of small local 
populations of birds. Traps are available for Feral Pigeons and 
House Sparrows. The likelihood of success is enhanced if other 
techniques, such as scaring or proofing are also employed, in an 
‘integrated bird management’ programme.

Be sure you know the law regarding trapping of pest birds in 
your country before commencing a trapping programme.
